	In what part of Bee Cave do you reside? Falconhead

	What is your profession: Attorney
	How long have you lived in Bee Cave? My family has lived in our current house since 2004.  I first moved to the Lake Travis area in 1981 and graduated from Lake Travis High School in 1985.  I returned to the area after college and again after law school.  

	Q: Why do you want to be elected or re-elected to the Bee Cave City Council?

	A:  As the president of the Falconhead Homeowners Association (Resident Steering Committee) I participated in numerous negotiations between residents and developers.  I believe that growth in Bee Cave should be managed to the resident and community benefit.  I co-coordinated the state championship parades with Amy Still (Lakepointe) and continue to maintain strong associations with the school.   I have two children in the Lake Travis Youth Association programs, a daughter in 3rd grade and a son in pre-school.  I plan to stay in the area for years to come.  I am seeking a seat on City Council to contribute my area history, professional experience and personal beliefs in community decisions.   

	Q: What special qualifications and attributes would you provide if elected?

B. Maintain a strong alliance with the school district; 
C. Managed growth with building aesthetics that are unique to Bee Cave;
D. Budget maintenance; and
E. Firm, but friendly police force.    

	Q: Would you like to add any additional information to share with prospective voters?

	A: Our family owns a ranch on Hamilton Pool Road where I, and all of my siblings, learned to ride bicycles and ultimately how to drive cars.  We have enjoyed the rural lifestyle at the ranch for over 40 years.  Having graduated from Lake Travis high school and now having young children (9 and 5) in the school system, I believe I have a unique perspective to offer the council and our residents.
